While the recent “march of justice™ on Moscow by Prigozhun’s Wagner mercenary group 1s Russia’s
mnternal matter, 1t 1s yet another sign of the unpredictability of Russia.

Russia’s military aggression agamnst Ukraine remamns the greatest threat to the European secunty since
the Second World War.

We must remam wvigilant. Individually and with our NATO Allies we must continue strengthening
collective defense and deterrence and border secunty in NATO's eastem flank bordening Russia and
Belarus. We look forward to concrete action on this goal at the forthcoming NATO Summut in Vilnius.

Our focus must stay on assisting Ukramne. Together with our Allies and partners we wall continue
providing all the necessary support to Ukraine, for as long as necessary, until Ukraine's victory. We
call on the whole intemational community to increase the support to Ukraine 1n its ongoing struggle
for freedom and temitonal integnity.
